Dear Parents,

This week will be titled "Bubble, Bubble Pasta Pot" as we focus on books
written by author Tomie dePaolo. This week will feature a variety of "Strega
Nona" stories. The children will have fun sorting a variety of pastas and painting
with spaghetti. We will learn that pasta is basically made from mixing flour and
water, as they mix them together to make their own pasta dough. Emphasis will
be placed on what an author's job is. We will also learn that an illustrator is the
person who draws and colors the pictures in each book.

Numerals from 0-9 will be reviewed with emphasis on recognition in mixed
order. The children will be sequencing numerals 0-9 and counting to 50. Shape
names will be reviewed and work with simple addition will continue. We will be
estimating how many pieces of pasta are in the Estimation Station. We will be
measuring objects with Fettuccini.

Rhyme Time continues with a new Snap-It rhyming game. This is a fun
concept and many of the children have readily grasped it.

Phonemic Awareness is also a feature of our curriculum
